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The Van Cliburn International Piano Competition, held every four years in Fort
Worth, Texas, was established in 1962 to honor Van Cliburn’s win in the first Tchaikovsky
piano competition in 1958. Pianists aged between 18 and 30 years old apply by submitting
a video filmed no more than 12 months earlier and showing their hands and face at all
times, with a non-refundable entry fee of $125.

In 2009, in the 16th competition, the blind Japanese pianist Nobuyuki Tsujii shared
first prize with a pianist from China. They were the first Asian winners, and both received
a gold medal, $20,000 and three years of artistic support.

In 2022, nearly 400 young pianists applied to enter the competition and from the
videos submitted 30 pianists were flown to Fort Worth to compete in the finals. The 30
finalists were accommodated in private homes with all meals, practice facilities and
transportation provided. All rounds of the competition were played before a live audience
as well as being watched online by more than 10 million people. A Japanese pianist,
20-year-old Masaya Kamei, reached the semi-final round. The winner was Yunchan Lim,
18, of South Korea.
