The Metropolitan Museum of Art is America’s largest art museum. It is visited by
more than six million people every year, and over 35 percent of them are foreign tourists.
The collection consists of over two million pieces. The Japanese section displays samurai
battle dress, hanging scrolls, paintings, ceramics, Buddhist statues, etc. The museum also
houses more than five thousand musical instruments from all over the world. There are two
Stradivari violins and a 1720 Cristofori piano, the oldest piano in the world today, in the
collection.

Admission for many vears was by a self-determined donation. Today, however, there
are set admission tees. Adults pay 25 dollars, people over 65 pay 17 dollars and students
pay 12 dollars. The museum is open from 10:00 to 17:30. It is closed on Thanksgiving Day,
Christmas Day, New Year's Day, and most Mondays. There aren’t any special dress rules
but comfortable walking shoes are recommended.

From the roof-top garden and cafe, visitors have a beautiful view of nearby Central
Park and downtown New York, Non-tlash photography is allowed in some arcas.
