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The Louvre Museum in Paris was originally a palace and took over 300 vears to
build. Today it is home to Leonardo da Vinei’s Momag Lisa and many other famous
paintings. With over 200 rooms, it is visited by more than six million people every year.
Though it has more than 550,000 objects, only 35.000 can be displayed at the same time,
The muscum is open every day. except Tuesday, from 9:00 to 18:00, though it is closed on
New Year's Day and Christmas Day. Adults pay 2,000 yen to enter. It is free for students,
the disabled and unemployed. Guided tours in Japanese are available.

Art students can apply for a small number of passes that allow them to sit in the
museum every day for three months and copy the works of the great masters. In 2018, to
celebrate 160 vears of Japanese-French friendship, a ten-meter-high sculpture by Nawa
Kohei was Featured in the glass-pyramid entrance to the museum.

The museum has both indoor and outdoor cafes but no food or drink can be taken

into the exhibition rooms. There is also a souvenir and book shop in the museum.
