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The British Museum in London was established in 1753 and is dedicated to human
history, art and culture. It houses more than 13 million objects and has the largest online
database of any museum in the world.

It is open every day except January 1st, and December 24th, 25th and 26th. Opening
hours are from 10:00 to 17:30, except for Fridays when it remains open till 20:30, It is free,
except for exhibitions on loan from other museums, though donations are welcomed.
Audio guides, in seven languages, are available for a small fee.

One of the museum’s most famous exhibits is the Elgin Marbles, a collection of
Greek marble sculptures from The Parthenon. It also has a popular collection of Egyptian
mummies. The Japanese gallery displays samurai armor and helmets from the 11th century,
porcelain elephants from the 17th century, Noh masks, Buddhist statues, Hokusai paintings
and many other interesting objects.

Two gift shops sell exhibit replicas and other souvenirs. There is also a large and
well-stocked bookshop. Both casual and formal dining restaurants are available.
