The Geneva International is a prestigious competition which aims to support young
musicians. From piano, flute, oboe, clarinet, cello, viola, string quartet, voice, percussion
and composition sections, two participate each year. Composition, however, is included
every second year. In 2021, it was cello and oboe, and Michiaki Ueno, aged 25, became the
first Japanese to win the cello prize. In the oboe section, the top three players all shared
third prize. Japanese entrants have also been successful in other sections. In 2023, the
sections will be flute and string quartet and in 2024, voice and composition. Semi-final and
final rounds of the competition are open to the public and the final is broadcast live. First
place winners receive a prize of about ¥2,500,000, second place ¥1,500,000 and third place
¥1,000,000. Winners are also offered two years of concert management and opportunities
to record.

The sclected entrants receive help with travel, accommodation and meal costs, but
must arrange their own health insurance. The entry fee is 250 Swiss francs, which must be
paid in advance by credit card or bank transfer.
