The standard entry charge, ¥8,400, is the same for both parks. Tickets, or passports,
as they are called, can be purchased online two months in advance, and the parks are open
from 9:00 a.m. to 9:00 p.m.

Coin-operated storage lockers are available, and strollers and wheelchairs can be

rented. Both parks have first aid and lost children centers.
