Our university library, spread over three floors, houses more than 300,000 items,
including music scores, and audio-visual materials. It is well lit and designed for comfortable
use. Users can access and research the catalog using a terminal in the library or their own
computers. It is open Monday to Friday from 8:30 to 18:30 and on Saturday from 9:00 to
13:00. It is closed on national holidays, on entrance exam days, and during the summer and
winter holidays.

The entrance on the first floor has a bulletin board where up-to-date information on
library activities and new acquisitions is posted. There is also a browsing area, where visitors
can read newspapers and magazines. All students can borrow up to 10 books and 5 music
scores for a period of up to two weeks. Graduate students working on a master’s thesis can
borrow up to 20 books and 15 scores for a period of up to four weeks.

The second floor is for quiet study. Individual carrels provide a tranquil space for
focused study and research. Also, the AV area on this floor has facilities for both individual
and group viewing and listening. On the basement-level floor, the Active Commons area has

three rooms that allow for group learning and discussion from two to twelve people.
