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The Musashino Instrument Museum possesses over 5,700 exhibits, mainly of
treasured, rare, and historical instruments from the West, traditional Japanese instruments,
and ethnic instruments from around the world. Housed in a modern, specially designed
section of the Ekoda campus, the museum’s four exhibition rooms display European
keyboard instruments, European string, wind and percussion instruments, Japanese musical
instruments, and instruments from around the world. Some notable instruments are the
Napolean Hat Piano, which was gifted to Napolean III by Queen Victoria of England, a piano
used by the composer and pianist Clara Schumann, and a viola d’amore.

The museum is open to both students and the public on Tuesday, Wednesday, and
every second Saturday from 12:00 to 16:00. It is closed during university and public holidays.
Entry is free for Musashino students. The fee for visiting elementary students is ¥300, and
for others, ¥500, and guided tours for small groups can also be arranged. In this way, the
museum utilizes the collection in the interest of student education and the spread of musical

culture.
