When he was twenty, he went to Paris to study music. (% )His teacher was one of the best composition teachers of the
twentieth century, and many of her students became famous composers. While studying in Europe, he also traveled to other
countries and, during these trips, discovered that jazz music was very popular. (% )As jazz was American music, he decided
to include jazz sounds in the classical music he was planning to write. He was always keen to try new and different ideas.

Copland’s music was original. The conductor of the Boston Symphony liked it and decided to have his orchestra play
it. However, it was not, at first, popular with audiences. They didn’t like the modern jazzy parts, and some people booed
his music. This did not upset Copland. He realized it would take time for people to get used to his new ideas and sounds.
Today, his music is popular with audiences all over the world.
