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Arthur Conan Doyle (1859-1930) was a British writer and doctor. He is most famous
for creating the detective Sherlock Holmes. Doyle studied medicine at the University of
Edinburgh and worked as a doctor for some time. After opening his hospital, he did not have
many patients and had a lot of free time. During this time, he began writing detective stories,
with his first Sherlock Holmes story, 4 Study in Scarlet, published in 1887.

Holmes quickly became a popular character, known for his sharp mind and logical
thinking. However, Doyle grew tired of writing about Holmes and, in 1893, decided to kill
him off in The Final Problem. He felt the character was too popular and was taking attention
away from his other writings. Despite this, Holmes remained so loved that Doyle later had
to bring him back.

Besides his detective stories, Doyle wrote historical novels, science fiction, and plays.
His works, especially those about Holmes, continue to influence popular culture. In Japan,
for example, the main character of the manga and anime series Defective Conan shares many

qualities with Holmes, such as his sharp mind and problem-solving skills.
